Over the past two weeks you have been introduced to
two ministries we are targeting with this year’s
Global Missions Offering. While both the Roma
School and the River Ministry are very worthy pro-
jects, it is the third ministry that is closest to Central’s
heart. That program is the Jack Snell Memorial
Scholarship. Last year we provided funding to send
three students to one year of seminary at the Sichuan
Seminary in Chengdu, China, in memory of former
pastor Jack Snell. The funding arrived early this year
and two students have been identified as scholarship
recipients. The selection process is still ongoing to
award another scholarship. It is our intent to continue
to fund these students through the entire seminary
program. Upon graduation, the work of these students
will be a living memorial to Jack. Our goal is to pro-
vide the first $3000 we receive to the scholarships.
Additional donations will be split between the Roma
School and the River Ministry. Your generous giving
on December 6th will allow us to fully fund all these
projects.
